Content Standard(s) Kindergarten: Investigation and Experimentation 4D: Students will compare and sort common objects by one physical attribute (e.g., color, shape, texture, size, weight).

What will be learned from this activity? (Objective) 

1. Students will demonstrate their ability to sort items by size by putting themselves in order from shortest to tallest.

Steps of the lesson: (Scientific Method of Investigation) 

Introduction: (Questions/Hypothesis): 

1. Scientists often sort and arrange the things that they are studying.  Who can tell me what it means to sort things?

2. Okay, now who here can tell us about something that he or she sorts?  (Possible responses would include clothes, silverware, books, toys, etc. If the students can’t give their own examples, give them some of your own so that they can better understand.)

Instruction: 

1. We’re going to start simple.  We’re going to sort each other!  But just to make things more fun, we’re going to do the sorting without talking!

Activity: (Procedure) 

1. Have students stand up and instruct them to sort themselves from shortest to tallest.

2. Remind them that they may not talk during the activity.

3. When they are finished, they should be standing in a line from shortest to tallest.

Closure: (Conclusions/Results) 

1. Okay, tell me how you were able to do that without talking.

2. Now, what are some other things that a scientist might sort from shortest to tallest?
